They cannot save you. Instead, your faith must
be placed directly in Jesus Christ. He offered
His own blood on the cross of Calvary to pay the
price for deliverance from sin. After three days
and three nights, He rose from the dead. Jesus
did not tell his hearers to go to the religious
leaders for salvation. He told those who were
burdened over their sin to come directly to
Himself.

“Come unto me, all ye that labour and are
heavy laden, and I will give you rest.”
(Matthew 11 28)

Are you trusting a religious coyote for your
salvation, or Jesus Christ the Savior? He is the
only “mediator” needed and available.

God raised from the dead, even by him doth
this man stand here before you whole. This
is the stone which was set at nought of you
builders, which is become the head of the
corner. Neither is there salvation in any
other: for there is none other name under
heaven given among men, whereby we must
be saved.”
