God the Son, Jesus Christ, sacrificed His own
blood to pay for the deliverance of His people
from God’s fearful wrath. However, only those
who repent and cry out to Him, for mercy, will
find forgiveness.

“He that believeth on the Son hath
everlasting life: and he that believeth
not the Son shall not see life; but the
wrath of God abideth on him”

(John 3:36).

and perdition of ungodly men. ... But
the day of the Lord will come as a thief
in the night; in the which the heavens
shall pass away with a great noise,
and the elements shall melt with
fervent heat, the earth also and the
works that are therein shall be burned
up” (2 Peter 3:3-7, 10)

The earth won’t be destroyed by gradual, man-
made global warming. Rather, God, Himself,
will bring judgment upon “ungodly men” with
sudden and unexpected “fervent heat.”

Do you fear the fervent heat of God’s wrath? If
so there’s hope for you because Scripture says,

“The fear of the LORD is the
beginning of wisdom: and the
knowledge of the holy is
understanding” (Proverbs 9:10).
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
