Calvary and rose again to save His people from
their sins (Matthew 1:21).

It is
even a vapour, that appeareth for a little
time, and then vanisheth away” (James 4:13-
14).

“Enter ye in at the strait gate. for wide is the
gate, and broad is the way, that leadeth to
destruction, and many there be which go in
